Body Biography –English 1201

Animal Farm
Produce a visual representation of a character from Animal Farm.  Follow the directions below, then write 2-3 paragraphs explaining your biography.  

Requirements:  

· Step 1:  Choose a character from Animal Farm to represent.
· Step 2:  Write the character’s name at the top of your paper and gather information about your character from the novel.
· Step 3:  Represent the following aspects of your character symbolically on the body silhouette:
The Heart – Where should it be placed to best represent what this character loves most?  What should it look like and what shape, color, pictures, or symbols should be included in it?  Boxers heart should be in its natural place, in his heart you might put a picture of the horse cart to represent his love of working hard.  You should place a minimum of 3 symbols in the characters heart.
The Backbone – This should be presented in a way that visually conveys what motivates the character most.  Squealer is obsessed with convincing the animals of Napoleons wishes so his backbone should be made up of words from his speeches, and his love of speaking and of power.  You could use symbols such as a newspaper, a microphone or other symbols for propaganda and media.
The Hands – What does the character hold in their hands?  Items that are associated with the character either literally or symbolically should be included.  At least 1 item in each hand must be included.  Clover for example values beauty and luxuries, this could be represented with sugar cubes and blue satin ribbons.
The Feet – What does the character stand for or believe in?  This should be a symbolic representation of the character’s most important beliefs about life.  Old major might have symbols for peace and equality at his feet. Include at least 1 symbol for each foot.
The Background – Include elements that depict the character’s environment, background, or situation. 
Quotations – Near the character’s head, place two or three direct quotations from the novel that best describe and differentiate your character from the others in the novel.  Be sure to cite these quotes properly, telling me the chapter and page #
· Step 4:  Write 2-3 paragraphs explaining your creation.  Each symbol should be clearly explained and your rationale for choosing it clearly demonstrated. This must be typed or neatly hand written.  You will be graded on thoroughness of your explanations, and mechanics.
· For full credit, your product must be neat, colorful, creative and INSIGHTFUL.

· 20 points for body biography, 10 for the written portion
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
